· Use a VENN diagram to compare the two generals.

· Have a minimum of 8 facts for each area.  (Total of 24)

· Must be factual- and accurate. Document where you find your information on the back of the diagram (list the websites, books, etc).

2. Write an Article (100 points) Due by: ____________________
· Pretend you are a reporter who is traveling with Sherman on his “March Through Georgia”.

· You are a neutral observer.

· Write an article about what you experience as you enter Georgia and march toward Savannah.  

· Include what you see, feel, hear, smell, taste, and experience. 

· You may also want to include any hearsay from other soldiers such as their feelings and view of the war. Be sure to give them credit.  (Example: Mark Jones from Jonesboro, GA says that he is worried about how long the food rations will last.)

· Must be in complete sentences, with proper grammar, capitalization and punctuation

· Be creative—remember this is similar to a newspaper article!  

3. Journal/Diary  (150 points)  Due by: _________________
· You will assume the role of a Union or Confederate soldier

· Create a journal or diary of your experiences during the civil war

· Your journals should be one page in length and be historically accurate.

· Must have at least 5 daily journal entries plus one letter
· Use the rubric to guide you! Attach the rubric to the back of your journal.

· Include the following: 

· At least two GA battle experiences- make sure you identify which battle and location (you may also include information about being a prisoner of war)

· Daily life (what are your responsibilities, chores, jobs, etc)

· What clothing d you have? What do you eat?

· Explain how things have changed since the war began.  Compare before the war with life during the war.

· Drawings of things you see, flowers, plants found along the way- battle scenes. You may use clippings from posters or newspapers.
· Include at least one letter—either from the soldier or to the soldier.  It can be a letter written to his wife or another family member or it could be from home to him.

Helpful hint: The more details you use about the war, the easier and better this project will be. RESEARCH is key!!!!  Look up information using books, reputable websites, and other sources.
