Facebook Project
Assign various historical figures to each student, or a partnered team. 

For example, if the class is studying the Civil War, students may be assigned people such as Abraham Lincoln, Jefferson Davis, Robert E. Lee, Stonewall Jackson, and Ulysses S. Grant. Teachers may also include civilians such as Harriet Beecher Stowe, Harriet Tubman, or Frederick Douglass, among many others. 

Use the Georgia Encyclopedia Online to assist with facts and other historical figures. http://www.georgiaencyclopedia.org/
Students are required to include:

· Profile – name, birth date, hometown, family, relationship status, education and jobs. 
· Students should also consider who or what might be their person's Friends (Who might their historical figure friend, then "unfriend" later)? 

· Activities, 
· Likes, 
· Favorite Books

· Favorite Quotes? 
· Brainstorm status updates & wall posts.
