Regions of Georgia

Blue Ridge Region: 

· northeastern part of GA

· 200 miles wide,

· highest & largest group of mountains in GA

· soil is a mixture of sandy loam (blend of clay sand and organic matter) and clay

· well suited for hardwood forest, vegetable farming, & apples

· Brasstown Bald- highest peak in GA

· Amicalola Falls & Tallulah Gorge are located in region

Ridge and Valley Region:

· Low open valleys & narrow ridges 

· Elevation ranges from 700 to 1600 feet above sea level

· Soil is a mixture of shale and sandstone on ridges & limestone and clay in valleys

· Forests & pastures dominate region; has some apple orchards & fields of grain 

· Region runs from Polk to Bartow northward to Chattanooga, TN

· Know for industry (textile and carpet) 

· Dalton: carpet capital of the world

Appalachian Plateau Region:

· Smallest of regions

· Made up of limestone caves, deep canyons, & rock formations

· Northwestern corner of GA

· Lookout Mountain and Sand Mountain border each side of region

· Soil: mixture of limestone, shale, & sandstone

· Mainly hardwood forests & pastures; some coal deposits

· Civil War sights in region: Chickamauga, Chattanooga National Military Park

· Cloudland Canyon located in region

· Appalachian Trail begins at Springer Mountain
