a) Explain the immediate and long term causes of the American Revolution and their impact on Georgia; include the French & Indian War, the Proclamation of 1763; Stamp Act; Intolerable Acts; and the Declaration of Independence.

The French & Indian War (1754-1763) 
· Disputes b/w France and England

· France: great ARMY

· England: world’s best Navy

· Causes were “Greed” and “Fear”

· Both countries claimed the Ohio River Valley—caused friction (200,000 sq miles)

· In 1753- Britain sent George Washington (22yrs old) to warn the French

· Ohio River did not belong to them

· Must stop building forts and leave

· These demands were ignored

· War ends- Washington led troops against Ft Duquesne (1758); treaty not signed until 1763
Results of the French and Indian War:

· The Ohio River and all lands east of the Mississippi River were opened to settlement by the other English colonies

· Great Britain obtained Florida from Spain

· France gave Louisiana Territory to Spain

· After 150 years, France lost all lands

Great Britain was in HUGE debt!!!

Proclamation of 1763 

· Issued by King George III

· Forbids the colonists to settle west of the Appalachian Mts

· Helped GA:

· Moved southern border to the St Mary’s River

· West boundary was the Mississippi River

· Cherokees and Creeks GAVE UP land and moved

· Allowed GA to grow and add land/people

· Provided water (shipping), farm land (crops), dense forest (lumber)
