	Standards Addressed:  SS8H5d

SS8H5 The student will explain significant factors that affected the development of Georgia as part of the growth of the United States between 1789 and 1840. 

a. Explain the establishment of the University of Georgia, Louisville, and the spread of Baptist and Methodist churches

b. Evaluate the impact of land policies pursued by Georgia; include the head right system, land lotteries, and the Yazoo land fraud. 

c. Explain how technological developments, including the cotton gin and railroads, had an impact on Georgia’s growth. 

d. Analyze the events that led to the removal of Creeks and Cherokees; include the roles of Alexander McGillivray, William McIntosh, Sequoyah, John Ross, Dahlonega Gold Rush, Worcester v. Georgia, Andrew Jackson, John Marshall, and the Trail of Tears. 

Topics Covered: The Dahlonega Gold Rush & the Yazoo Land Fraud 
Essential Question: 

· How did the Dahlonega Gold Rush affect the development of Georgia? 

· What caused the Gold Rush in Dahlonega?  Where did everyone go after the gold rush was over?

· How long did the Gold Rush last?

Instructional Strategies/ Activities: 
Monday

· If you haven’t already completed the SS8H5 Westward Movement Pre-test, you need to do this today. Send scores to Mrs. Hendrix
· Have students copy the standard H5d in their interactive notebooks.  As you talk about one of the events, have students highlight it in their notebook.
· Ask students if they have ever heard of the gold rush.  Tell them that there were 3 main gold rushes in United States History.  The first gold rush was right here in GA.   The second gold rush was CA -1948, and Alaska in the 1900’s.
· Read the GA Encyclopedia account of the Gold Rush.  Students will then pick 3 important facts from each section of the article and write them in their interactive notebook.  Allow students the opportunity to share what they wrote down.

· Students will have a map of Georgia counties.  Identify locations mentioned in the article.  Students may use their books to help them.  Start with identifying where we live.
Tuesday--- NO SCHOOL
· We need to meet after lunch. It won’t take long if we start on time.

· Social Studies Fair projects need to be judged in the media center. All teachers need to pitch in and help.
Wednesday—

· Continue work from Monday

· Show artifacts of Dahlonega –discuss the life of a miner, use photos.

· Go over “Searching for Gold”.  Discuss.  Students will be given a budget of $6-10 per day and will try to find out how to spend that money so they will survive.   After they try that, give them a budget of $50  (they struck gold).  Ask them how they would spend their money now.  Remind them that many of them want to go back to their families.

· Read Section 2, pg. 177-178. Discuss as you read.  Answer questions at end of section.  Go over vocab.

· Current Event – pick a current event that you can hand out to the students or I will be glad to give you a few to choose from.

· Read the current event with the students.  Have them answer the questions at the end of the article.

· Lower achieving students get copies of notes after attempting on their own first.
