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Alexander McGillivray
· Chief of Creek tribes

· Sent warriors against pioneers

· Burned house, stole horses/cattle, killed over 200 settlers

· George Washington made a deal with him to stop fighting

· In exchange, the Creeks would move, the government would give them tools and animals

· Did not work
William McIntosh 

· Chief of Creek tribes

· Took $200,000 to give up Creek land

· Not everyone agreed

· His tribe killed him as a warning to all who give land to white  man
Sequoyah

· AKA George Gist (b.1760)

· Sequoyah means lonely lame one (he was crippled)

· 1809- Created syllabary- a group of  symbols
· 1830- over 90% of Cherokee could read as a result

· Allowed for greater communication
Dahlonega Gold Rush

· Summer 1829

· Cherokees—always knew 

· White settler who discovered it: Benjamin Parks

· While miners moved in—Cherokees forced out

Andrew Jackson

· Had been friendly to the Native Americans

· Wise enough politically to know white settlers wanted NA removed

· Signed the Indian Removal Act (1830)
