b. Explain how the development of Atlanta, including the roles of mayors William B. Hartsfield and Ivan Allen, Jr., and major league sports, contributed to the growth of Georgia. 

c. Discuss the impact of Ellis Arnall. 

SS8G2 The student will explain how the Interstate Highway System, Hartsfield-Jackson International Airport, Georgia’s deep water ports, and the railroads help drive the state’s economy.

a. Explain how the four transportation systems interact to provide domestic and international goods to the people of Georgia.
b. Explain how the four transportation systems interact to provide producers and service providers in Georgia with national and international markets.

c. Explain how the four transportation systems provide jobs for Georgians

Essential Questions: 
· How was agriculture transformed in Georgia following WWII and how did this impact the state as a whole? (H10a)

· How did politics within Atlanta bring about growth for Georgia? (H10b,c) 
· Who significantly contributed to the growth of Georgia during this time period and how did they impact the state?(H10b,c)
· What other Atlanta-based developments occurred during this period? (E1, G2a,c)

· What developments in Atlanta helped to bring about these changes? (E2b, G2a,c)

· How do our major transportation systems impact Georgia? (G2a,b, E1, E2b)
· What technological advances influenced Georgia’s economy, especially our transportation system? (G2abc, E1,2) 

Prime Time: Students will write questions in interactive notebook then find the answers by researching in their textbooks.
Instructional Strategies/ Activities:

· This is not necessarily required to meet the standard, but it is good background info—you may just want to scan it and discuss the photos, captions before moving on to the next section.
Read pages 428-435 SS8H10a, c

· It’s Your Turn activity pg. 435

· Writing: Imagine you are living in Atlanta during the 1960’s when you find out that they are going to build an atomic reactor at Georgia Tech.  Write a letter of protest to the editor of the Atlanta Journal.  Protest the location, the dangers on the population, and reasons why it should not be in “our backyard”.

· Using photos: Look at the pictures on pages 432, 434, and 435.  Use 5 adjectives to describe each picture.

Read pages 436-450 SS8H10b

· Use the “Getting Started” activity in the TE on pg. 436.  

· Break class into groups using flexible grouping.  Assign each group of students a section. Students should write 5-8 bullet points about that section that they will share with the class (10 min). Give each group an opportunity to present their information.

· “It’s Your Turn” activity on pg. 450

· Character education: Discuss tolerance.  

· Writing: How would your educational life be different today if the fight for equal rights had never taken place.
